Information

3.1
At the Forum meeting of 23rd July 2012, the Forum agreed to pool the available budget across the three wards.
3.2
At the Forum meeting on 22nd July 2013, the Forum approved the following three applications:
· £7,860.00 to Our Lady of the Assumption Community Centre, for refurbishment works to the male and female toilet facilities.
· £2,422.00 to Friends of Highfield Park, for pavillion improvements.
· £6,000.00 to St Mary’s Scout Group, for camping equipment.

The remaining budget for the South Shore Area Forum is £14,717.92.
3.4
Applications for funding must be restricted to local issues/ schemes/ projects within Area Panel/ Forum boundary, must not be borough wide and not be from a Council Service or public body approaching the Area Panel/ Forum direct.  Groups/ organisations can apply only once, successfully, for funding during each financial year.
3.5
Approval of funding is normally the responsibility of the Area Forum. However, the Panel has the authority to consider funding applications if it agrees that they are of a time sensitive nature and the Panel feeds back to the next Area Forum meeting. At the time of publishing the agenda, no applications for funding have been received.
3.6
The deadline for applications to be received for consideration at the Area Forum meeting on 23rd October 2013 is 5pm on Friday 18th October 2013.

Any funding requests received after the despatch of the agenda (which cannot wait until the next Forum meeting) subject to approval of the Chairman, may be circulated separately.
