Accidental Dwelling fires (ADF’s)
W31 (Bispham) – six

W30 (Blackpool) – four

W37 (South Shore) - eight
The worst ward being Bloomfield with five, then Anchorsholme, Bispham, Brunswick and Victoria which all had two incidents each.

Two were in a Low Super Output Area (SOA), seven in a Medium Super Output Area and six in a High Super Output Area.  Three incidents were in a Very High Super Output Area.

One was in a converted flat/ Maisonette - multi occupancy.  Eight in a house of single occupancy, two in licensed Houses of Multiple Occupation, two in purpose built flat/ maisonette of multi occupancy, three in self-contained sheltered housing and two in unknown if licensed Houses of Multiple Occupation.
The worst day of the week was a Tuesday with six incidents, then Wednesday and Thursday, which both had three incidents.
Of the 18 Accidental Dwelling fires, only eight had an age of occupant shown on Incident Reporting System (IRS).  Of the eight, five were aged over 60. The remaining were aged 29, 32, 44 years.
Eleven of the fires started in the kitchen because of either distraction whilst cooking and burning food or forgetting to turn the cooker off. Two were in the lounge – one was a faulty electrical cigarette charger, the other was a bin fire where the occupant is suspected of starting it, he was already subject of Community Fire Safety multi agency involvement and has since been moved to a 24-hour warden controlled home.  One was smoking in bed, one was a rubbish fire outside which spread to guttering, one was a dryer in back room, which overheated due to fluff build up and one room of origin not stated as it was an overheated iron.

All the fires were minor that is fire contained to room of origin. In most cases just burnt food, 16 had smoke detectors fitted, 12 of which operated and raised the alarm.

Casualties from Accidental Dwelling fires
There was none in July.

Accidental Building Fires (ABF’s) 
W30 (Blackpool) – three

W37 (South Shore) – three

W31 (Bispham) - none
Bloomfield ward had two, Claremont Ward had three and Waterloo Ward had one incident.  Two of these were High Super Output Area and four were in Very High Super Output Area.  
Friday and Saturday had two incidents, Sunday and Tuesday each had one incident.
Four Occurred in Hotel/Motels, one in a Wine bar and one in a Commercial Garage.

The cause of two were because of cigarettes, one was a flash back from an acetylene torch, two were electrical based and one was believed to be because of chemical reaction or heat from the sun.

Deliberate Primary Fires (DPF’s)
W30 (Blackpool) – one

W31 (Bispham) - one
W37 (South Shore) – two

One was in Squires Gate, one in Victoria, one in Marton and one in Claremont ward.
One was in a low Super Output Area, one in a medium Super Output Area, one in a High Super Output Area and one in a Very High Super Output Area
All fires occurred on separate days of the week.

The cause of one was a recycling bin, which spread to a wooden garden gate, one was a canvas bag placed against a door and ignited (one person arrested), one was a camper van and one was forced entry to a building where a bed was set alight in a flat.

Deliberate Secondary Fires (DSF’s)
W30 (Blackpool) – twelve

W31 (Bispham) - ten
W37 (South Shore) – nine

Ingthorpe was the worst ward with eight, Claremont and Park ward each had five with Bloomfield having four incidents.  Five were in Low Super Output Area, six were in Medium Super Output Area, seven were in High Super Output Area and 13 in Very High Super Output Area.

The most common cause was loose refuge including gardens at 12, six were wheelie bins and five were small refuse/ rubbish excluding wheelie bins.

Monday was the most common day with nine, Friday had six with Tuesday and Saturday having five each.

Conclusion

Majority of Key Performance Indicator’s are occurring in the designated High and Very High Super Output Area.

The spike in Ingthorpe is known by all and ongoing work by Crews, Community Fire Safety, Police and Council are continuing leaflets and posters have been dropped and put within the area to advice regarding the hazards of rubbish fires. CCTV has been directed over the main area of activity to date nothing has been present on the CCTV.
Deliberate Secondary Fires are unlikely to go out of red. We are already at October’s target figure and it would require no Deliberate Secondary Fires between now and then. This is unlikely as school holidays are still on and further hot weather is forecast. Blackpool also traditionally as had “End of Season” fires as seasonal workers leave.

Accidental Dwelling fires (ADF’s)

W30 (Blackpool) – three

W31 (Bispham) - two
W37 (South Shore) – three

The Accidental Dwelling fires were spread across eight separate wards.  Three were in a Low Super Output Area, one in a Medium Super Output Area, two in a High Super Output Area and two in a Very High Super Output Area
The incidents occurred in a converted flat/ Maisonette- multi occupancy, six were in a house of single occupancy and one in a purpose built flat/maisonette of multi occupancy.

The worst day of the week was Thursday with six incidents. The second worst day was a Wednesday and Friday, which both had two incidents.
Of the eight Accidental Dwelling fires, only four had an age of victim shown on Incident Reporting System.  Of the four stated the ages were 20, 26, 90 and 77 years old.
Six of the fires started in the kitchen because of turning the wrong part of the cooker on and burning food or Items on the cooker, one was a late fire call involving a log burner and one was a faulty electrical timer on a boiler.

All the fires were minor that is fire contained to room of origin.  Seven had smoke detectors fitted, five of which operated and four raised the alarm.

Accidental Building Fires

W30 (Blackpool) – none

W31 (Bispham) - none
W37 (South Shore) – three

Victoria,  Waterloo  and Clifton wards all had one incident, one in each of the High, Very High and Medium Super Output Area.

Monday, Tuesday and Thursday each had an Accidental Building Fire.  One occurred at a fast food takeaway, one at a large supermarket and one at another retail unit.
The causes were because of a cigarette causing fire to external rubbish, which spread to building,  an external electrical sign and an electrical fault to a commercial freezer.

Deliberate Primary Fires

W30 (Blackpool) – one

W31 (Bispham) – one
W37 (South Shore) – four
There was one incident in each of the following wards, Talbot, Victoria, Marton, Claremont, Waterloo and Bloomfield.
There was one incident on the low and medium Super Output Area, two in the High Super Output Area and three in the Very High Super Output Area.
Thursday was the worst day of the week with three incidents and there were further incidents on Friday, Monday and Sunday.
One incident was in a hallway with no legitimate ignition source, two were rubbish fires, which spread to outbuilding, one was a fire alarm sounder where a person was arrested, a firework in a telephone box and an incident in a detached brick outhouse.

Deliberate Secondary Fires

W30 (Blackpool) – five

W31 (Bispham) – nine 
W37 (South Shore) – eight

Ingthorpe was the worst ward with six, Claremont and Squires Gate had three incidents, Bloomfield and Talbot had each had two incidents and there was one incident in each of the following wards Brunswick, Clifton, Greenland’s, Marton, Stanley and Waterloo.  Of those incidents five were in Medium Super Output Area, eight were in High Super Output Area and eight in Very High Super Output Area.
The most common cause was loose refuge including gardens at, four were wheelie bins and six were small refuse/ rubbish excluding wheelie bins, two were large refuse containers/skips and one was a private/domestic garden/allotment.

Saturday was the most common day with five incidents, Friday, Thursday and Wednesday each had four incidents, Tuesday had three incidents, Monday and Sunday each had one incident and Saturday had five incidents.

Conclusion

Majority of Key Performance Indicators are occurring in the designated High and Very High Super Output Areas.

The spike in Ingthorpe is known by all and ongoing work by Crews, Community Fire Safety, Police and Council are continuing. At the present time, (31st August 2013) the Deliberate Secondary Fires have stopped. Initiatives have been carried out in Claremont ward with the football cage on the park, this is a diversionary activity to engage with the young people in the area and reduce overall anti social behaviour as well as fires. Community Fire Safety have visited areas to carryout Home fire Safety Check within the ward and fire crews have carried out drive through's to identify areas where rubbish has been stored and reported it to the council. This has proved effective with being reduced in all Key Performance Indicator areas within the ward.

The spikes in Squires Gate are known by all and names have been provided to the Police this will hopefully have an effect on the activity.

Coming to the end of the summer holidays the above figures are pleasing in that due to the nice weather some of the activities could have been anticipated to be worse. 
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
